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1. BACKGROUND
1.1 Introduction

The City of Johannesburg, Community Development Department has appointed the JDA to assist
with the planning, design and implementation of its capital works programme. This programme
entails the provision of communal facilities that will enhance the quality of life through the provision
of multi-purpose centers (MPC) that caters for recreation, education and communal spaces.

The JDA commenced with the Kaalfontein MPC project in the 2019. The project is being
implemented in two phases i.e. Phase 1 and 2 due to a limitation. The scope of works for phase 1
entails the construction of the perimeter fence, platforms, guardhouse and the services for the
facility. Phase 2 scope includes building works consisting of a library, office space, community hall
and outdoor pool, multi-purpose court, and a soccer pitch.

The JDA requests the services of a Environment Specialist to complete Environmental Studies
application to support the implementation of the MPC.
