assessments fire equipment over a period of three (3) years as described in this document.  
      
3. SCOPE OF WORK 
 

The Fire compliance service provider will be responsible for quarterly fire compliance assessments and 
development of fire standard operating procedure (SOP) to ensure the safety of employees, tenants and visitors 
in the event of a fire or hazardous materials emergency for the period of appointment. The fire compliance 
specialist must comply with the Fire and Rescue Service Act 1990 and the Building Fire Safety Regulation 2008.  
 
The JDA requires the following services: 
 

• Quarterly fire compliance assessments and analysis of any potential risk at the Bus Factory 

• Conduct monthly compliance audits and submit reports on findings thereof

4. APPOINTMENT 
  

The JDA is requesting proposals from experienced companies to provide quarterly fire compliance audit,  
assessments and development of fire standard operating procedure (SOP) for the JDA. The appointment will be 
over three (3) years. 
The services required are outlined in item 3 above. This is followed by item 4.1 below which applicants are required 
to take note of. 

 
   4.1 Notes 

 
4.1.1 Applicants are to ensure that they have adequate resources to undertake the work under stringent 

timeframes.

➢ Bidders who did not complete, in full, the tender offer page (i.e. priced, all registration numbers 
provided and signed); 

➢ Bidders whose tender document has been completed in pencil, 
➢ Bidders whose document has been faxed, 
➢ Bidders whose tender document has been received after the closing time, 
➢ Bidders whose tender document has not been deposited in the tender box at the time of closing, 
➢ Bidders who fail to price as required i.e. as stipulated in item 5 herein,

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7.3 Price and Empowerment

5.  For the purposes of this Certificate and the accompanying bid, I understand that the word “competitor” 

shall include any individual or organization, other than the bidder, whether or not affiliated with the 
bidder, who:  

 
(a)  has been requested to submit a bid in response to this bid invitation;  
(b)  could potentially submit a bid in response to this bid invitation, based on their qualifications, abilities 

or experience; and  
(c)  provides the same goods and services as the bidder and/or is in the same line of business as the 

bidder  
 

6.  The bidder has arrived at the accompanying bid independently from, and without consultation, 
communication, agreement or arrangement with any competitor. However communication between 
partners in a joint venture or consortium will not be construed as collusive bidding.  

 
7.  In particular, without limiting the generality of paragraph 6 above, there has been no consultation, 

communication, agreement or arrangement with any competitor regarding: 
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(a)  prices;  
(b)  geographical area where product or service will be rendered (market allocation); 
(c)  methods, factors or formulas used to calculate prices; 
(d) the intention or decision to submit or not to submit a bid; 
(e) the submission of a bid which does not meet the specifications and conditions of the bid; or 
(f) bidding with the intention not to win the bid.

10. I am aware that, in addition and without prejudice to any other remedy provided to combat any restrictive 

practices related to bids and contracts, bids that are suspicious will be reported to the Competition 
Commission for investigation and possible imposition of administrative penalties in terms of section 59 
of the Competition Act No. 89 of 1998 and or may be reported to the National Prosecuting Authority 
(NPA) for criminal investigation and or may be restricted from conducting business with the public sector 
for a period not exceeding ten (10) years in terms of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities 
Act No. 12 of 2004 or any other applicable legislation.
