7.3 Price and Empowerment

Having completed a technical evaluation, the procedure for the evaluation of technically qualifying
tenders is Method 2 (Price and Preferences). The Preference Point System assigns a score to each
tenderer based on the tender price and on the tenderer's BBBEE status. These scores are
combined to determine an overall score for the tender. The tender with the highest score will be
considered for acceptance.
