The Johannesburg Development Agency (JDA) is requesting for proposals from experienced service
providers for the supply, installation, and maintenance of Audio-Visual Equipment for the JDA Bus
Factory premises at 3 Helen Joseph Street, Newtown for three years.

2. PROJECT INFORMATION
2.1 BACKGROUND

The JDA, an area development agency of the City of Johannesburg, has implemented over 1300 projects
across all administrative regions of the City in 22 years of operation. The JDA deals with the renovation,
innovation and re-imagination of Johannesburg’s built environment and urban communities through a
reinforced programme of place making and area-based development.

As such, audio/visual marketing and communication is recognised as a priority function of the JDA in
order to inform and educate the public and other stakeholders; assist in the dissemination of information
about the JDA and as well to further promote the JDA brand.

The JDA therefore invites all interested service providers to submit their tenders for the purchasing of
Audio-Visual Equipment to the JDA Bus Factory for three (3) years, with an option for the JDA to terminate
the appointment with a month’s notice period.

2.2 CONTRACT OBJECTIVES

Equipment provision: The service provider should be responsible for providing the necessary audio-
visual equipment required for disseminating information. This may include projectors, screens, video
conferencing systems, and other related equipment.

Installation and setup: The service provider should be responsible for the installation, setup, cabling,
and calibration of the audio-visual equipment.
