1. INTRODUCTION

The Johannesburg Development Agency (JDA) is requesting quotations from public art curators to

submit quotations for the repair of the Chinese dragon Pillars.
1.1 Background
A matching pair of Chinese dragon pillars marks the entrance of Johannesburg’s first Chinatown

located . Carved granite columns called Hubiao were imported from China as part of a regeneration
project led by the JDA and supported by the local Chinese community.

2. PROJECT SCOPE OF WORK

One of the pillars is fuller intact and in good condition. However, the matching pillar across the road
has e suffered structural damage from a traffic accident. The images below show the remaining parts
which remain accessible. The Curator is required to assemble the fallen pieces to reconstruct the

damaged Hubiao and to re-erect it at the site.
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3. DURATION

This project will be carried out within a maximum period of 1 months.
