PROJECT INFORMATION 
 
 
1.1. Purpose of RFP 

The JDA is requesting proposals from capable and well experienced land surveyors to undertake GPR survey services for the utility 

detection for Vilakazi precinct area (Soweto) in the City of Johannesburg Metropolitan Municipality for 3 months. 

 

1.2 Introduction 

The project is in the Vilakazi Street Precinct, as defined by the Vilakazi Draft Precinct Plan 2018. The precinct is in Region D, Ward 

39, Orlando West. The study area is bounded by Klipspruit Valley Road to the East, Nkabinde Street to the North, the Railway 

Reserve to the West and ‘Koppie’ to the South. Vilakazi and Kumalo main roads will be the primary locations for the core project, 

including internal streets intersecting with the two main streets. See the kmz file attached to the e-mail for the extent of the required 

survey including recent pictures of the project area, and refer to Figure 1.1 below for the locality map of the project.  

 

Figure 1-1: Project Locality 

The project is currently in the Preliminary design stages, we therefore the anticipated construction works will consist of the following: 
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Construction and upgrading of a stormwater reticulation network, inclusive of kerb inlets, manholes and stormwater outlet facilities 

in Khumalo main road and Vilakazi Street. 

 

Upgrade of Sidewalks including universal access ramps at all intersections within the Vilakazi precinct. The following streets will be 

included:  

• Pela main road 

• Xorile street  

• Vilakazi street 

• Moema street 

• And Khumalo main road  

 
 
 
1.3 PROJECT SCOPE  
 

The requirement is to carry out the Underground utility survey by Ground Penetration Radar (GPR) for the specified extent 

area indicated for assessing the existing underground facilities and utilities within the identified project area.  

 

The project scope will focus on Vilakazi Street and Khumalo/main road to be surveyed for assessing the existing 

underground utilities.

The scope of work shall include but not be limited to the following:  
 

• Carry out underground facility survey by Ground Penetration Radar (GPR) or any other appropriate method.  
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• Preparation of plans (maps) and report of the entire area indicated for assessing the existing underground utilities. 

The maps should include the following: 

o Position and invert levels of all side drains (lined or not). 

o Location, size, number and type for kerb inlets and catchpits. 

o Cover, invert and ground levels for all manholes, kerb inlets and catchpits. 

o Location, size, number, type, invert and headwall levels on drainage structures and culverts. 

• The survey should include mapping of underground utilities, viz, reinforced concrete (RCC)/metallic pipelines, 

sewer, gas, water, petroleum and chemical pipelines, HV and LV power cables, telecommunications ducts, 

telecommunications cables and any other buried/surface plant or apparatus. 

• Furnishing underground facilities survey report/drawing of results and conclusions 

• Furnishing underground facilities survey report. 

• Inspection depths should be a maximum of 6m depth below ground level for precise identification of 

underground utilities like power/ telecom cables, water supply pipes, sewer lines, ducts, concrete 

structures etc.  

• The Bidder shall provide a list of equipment and instruments that shall be used for this project. 

• The Engineer will meet with the successful service provider on site prior to the commencement of any surveying 

activity, to agree on the extent of the underground facility GPR survey and to reduce the possibility of surveying the 

incorrect area. 

• The KMZ File will be shared as part of this RFQ to assist with familiarizing the area and quoting for the correct 

scope of works. 

• Test work and reporting of results shall be completed within a period of 6 weeks. The Service Provider shall submit 

a programme for the proposed works. 

• Submission of Field Data and Reporting  

• The service provider shall submit all data pertaining to the survey in original format.  

• Quotations are requested from a qualified service provider to conduct underground service detection, verification 

and location of existing utility services.  
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1.4 Underground Service Detection Requirements  
 

The requirements for the underground service detection will include, but are not limited to, the following: 

 

• The Bidder shall provide a list of equipment and instruments that shall be used for this project. 

• Inspection depths should be a maximum of 6m depth below ground level for precise identification of 

underground utilities like power/ telecom cables, water supply pipes, sewer lines, ducts, concrete structures etc.  

• Quotations are only accepted from members who are professionally registered with SAGC (former PLATO) as 

a Professional Surveyor and have 8-10 years or more experience as a company/individual with this nature of 

work. 

 

2 PROGRAMME 

 

Test work and reporting of results shall be completed within a period of 6 weeks. The Service Provider shall submit a 

programme for the proposed works. 

 

3 NOTES FOR SUBMISSION OF QUOTES 

 

All submitted quotations will be subject to a test for responsiveness in which the technical abilities of the consultant will be 

checked against the project requirements. Responsive quotations will be evaluated based on the preferential procurement 

method, an 80/20 system with 80 points for price and 20 points for BBBEE. 

 

The following additional documents must be submitted with the quote: 

 

1. A valid certified copy of BBBEE Certificate or Sworn Affidavit not older than 3 months. 

2. CSD registration certificate. 

3. Tax compliance certificate / PIN. 

4. An indicative works programme. 

5. Completed pricing schedule.  

 
3.2.1 Progress Reports and Presentations 

 

• Hard Copy: 1 colour hard copies of the progress report (bound, may be printed double-sided) 

• Soft Copy: Progress report should also be submitted in PDF (Acrobat) and Word file format.

3.2.4 Maps/Plans and drawings 

 

GIS – All map layers and analysis must be delivered in an ArcGIS compatible format, i.e. shape files.  Associated attribute files 

must also be included. The City’s approved standard 26-digit code must be used as the unique property identifier. The data 

must be in a Transvers Mercator projection using LO29 as the central meridian.  The Hartbeeshoek datum (WGS84) must be 

used. Data can be transferred via CD’s or DVD’s or USB.  

 

All other drawings prepared using AutoCAD, MicroStation or any other drawing software shall be submitted in a compatible 

format that can be open or converted to DWG, DXF and DGN format.   

 

The deliverables will need to include very high-quality visual products that can be used as marketing and promotion tools to 

encourage and promote buy-in to the proposals and business cases, and will include PowerPoint Presentation materials for 

work-shopping / meeting / stakeholder engagement purposes. 

 

3.2.5 Data Ownership 

 

All milestone products shall remain the property of the CoJ. All model files shall be delivered to the City in the agreed format.

5.1Tenderers must ensure that the final TOTAL FEE is correctly carried to the “offer” page. The value recorded 

on the offer page will be regarded as the tendered amount to render services for the complete project 

period. The total on the fee table must be calculated correctly and carried to the offer page. If the value 

on the offer and the pricing table are different the tender will be disqualified. Failing to price as required 

per item 6.1 above will result in the tender being disqualified. 

 

5.2 Fees must include standard disbursements such as typing, drawings, reproduction, copying, binding of 

documents, telephonic / electronic and facsimile communications, courier, local travel, and accommodation, etc. 

 

5.3 For every tangible deliverable, two hard copies and one electronic copy must be issued to the client [over and 

above the documentation required for submission to various authorities, to the contractor, etc.], the cost of which 

must be included.

Only 

certificates issued by verification agencies accredited by the South African Accreditation System (SANAS), or by 

registered auditors approved by the Independent Regulatory Board of Auditors (IRBA) will be accepted. FAILURE 

TO SUBMIT A BBBEE STATUS LEVEL CERTIFICATE WILL RESULT IN THE BIDDER SCORING ZERO (0)

6.3 Price and Empowerment 

 

Having completed a technical evaluation, the procedure for the evaluation of technically qualifying tenders is Method 2 

(Price and Preferences). The Preference Point System assigns a score to each tenderer based on the tender price and 
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on the tenderer’s BBBEE status. These scores are combined to determine an overall score for the tender. The tender 

with the highest score will be considered for acceptance.

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6.4 Risk Tolerance 

 

The JDA has adopted a Risk Tolerance Framework (RTF) which enjoins the JDA to consider its risk exposure to contractors / 

service providers in terms of the number of contracts awarded to a single contractor / service provider in a particular year. 

In terms of the Risk Tolerance Framework, the JDA determines the risk exposure as excessive in instances where the value 

of the contracts for individual professional service providers (eg. project managers / engineers / quantity surveyors / 

consultants) is either : 

 

The greater of R8 million or four contracts / projects in the current financial year or The greater of R12 million or six contracts 

/ projects over two financial years (current year and previous financial year)`  

 

And in instances where the value of contracts for multi-disciplinary professional service providers (eg. more than one discipline 

/ service is provided by the same bidder) is either : 

The greater of R12 million or six contracts / projects in the current financial year or The greater of R20 million or nine contracts 

/ projects over two financial years (current year and previous financial year)
