The Johannesburg Development Agency (JDA) is requesting quotations from public art
curators to submitproposals for the installation of the lightning conductor at The Scottish Horse
Memorial. located at Caledonia Hill, between Somerset Road on the north side, Katoomba
Street on the east, HighlandRd on the south, and Good Hope Street on the west.

1.1 Background

The Scottish Horse Memorial is a landmark heritage structure located at the top of Caledonia
Hill in Kensington. The memorial is in the form of a giant Celtic cross, 7.9 metres high, and
commemorates men of the Scottish Horse Regiment who were killed in the Anglo-Boer South
African war of 1899-1902 it was erected in 1905.

The monument suffered vandalism and theft on numerous accounts which involving the theft of
cable for the lightning conductor and vandalism of the iron gate that secures the monument.
Therefore, pubic art curator are required to replace the cable and use a Engineering specialist
to repair specialist expert in restoring stone monument in order to secure the cable against
